This second annual event
is being presented by the Shorewood Foundation, and produced by the Shorewood Business
Improvement District (BID). Public art projects enrich communities culturally and create a synergy
among residents, community groups, businesses and artists. Shorewood’s 2010 public art project
will showcase our shops, restaurants, beautiful business district and Village by attracting new
visitors/customers to the area throughout the summer months.

The theme for this year’s event revolves around a custom-made cedar bench (48 inches
long x 36 inches high x 22 inches wide, weighing approximately 35 pounds). Decorated
benches will be on display throughout Shorewood’s business district from June 5
through August 15. At the end of the event, the benches will be auctioned off at a
special auction, with proceeds beneGtting the Shorewood Foundation.

We are extremely grateful to the Shorewood Foundation for their generous financial support in helping to underwrite the
costs of this event. The placement and installation of the benches will take place the Grst week of June, and the benches will
be on display until August 15. Benches will either have temporarily attached wheels so that you can easily roll the bench in
and out when your business is not open (to deter theft) – or the benches can be locked to a permanent Gxture, if available
(e.g., a railing), in order to stay outside throughout the duration of the exhibit. The benches will be clear coated at an auto
body shop prior to being placed on display to provide protection against the weather/elements.

This unique public art event is a wonderful interactive project for the entire community. “Best Seats in the House” is open to
all artists – and residency in the Village of Shorewood is not required.
